“Going back to the drawing board is
not about the treatments described in the previous presentations... it is about how patients are
selected for these treatments. Oncologists are taught to treat patients based on tumor stage. The
modalities used differ, and the length of survival that is achieved is distinct based on tumor stage.”
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There are four selection mechanisms that must continue to be considered
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With these four selection mechanisms in mind Dr. Wolff reviewed the five presentations:

1. CONKO-001 - Gemcitabine vs Observation in Resected Pancreatic Cancer Patients
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., ACoSOG Trial - Cisplatin, 5FU, Interferon and radiation as adjuvant therapy in resected
pancreatic cancer
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3. ECOG 4201 - Radiation plus gemcitabine versus gemcitabine alone in locally advanced
pancreatic cancer
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4. AVITA Trial - Randomized phase |l trial of gemcitabine and erlotinib + placebo versus
gemcitabine and erlotinib + bevacizumab in patients with metastatic pancreatic cancer
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5. CONKO-003 Randomized trial of OFF (oxaliplatin, folinic acid, 5FU) versus 5FU/folinic acid for
patients with gemcitabine refractory advanced pancreatic cancer
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Dr. Wolff concluded his talk with the following summary:

CONKO 001: Gemcitabine versus Observation as Adjuvant Rx
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ACo0SOG: Cisplatin/5FU/alFN + XRT as Adjuvant Rx
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ECOG 4201: Gemcitabine +/- Radiation
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AVIiTA: Gemcitabine/Erlotinib +/- Bevacizumab
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CONKO 003: OFF vs FF for gemcitabine failure
